The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting.

1. Apologies

2. Minutes of the previous meeting dated 29 November 2016 
These were accepted as a true record of the meeting.

3. Matters Arising
The Chair confirmed that the BASES risk register was now in place and will be monitored five times each year. The consultant finder had now been updated by the office to show accurate portrayal of all accredited members.

The Chair thanked the Board and all BASES staff for their support and contribution to the Association over the past year. He introduced the new BASES Executive Director, Tom Holden and the two new Non-Exec Directors, Paul Scott and Ruth Brougham.

4. Brief report on the activities of BASES including BASES financial statements 2016-2017
The Chair gave an overview of BASES activities since the previous AGM, which can be found in the BASES Annual Report.

BASES Annual Conference
2017 – Joint event in partnership with FEPSAC with a bespoke location at East Midlands Conference Centre. Scientific Programme Chair is Prof Greg Whyte OBE and Deputy Chair is Prof Keith Stokes.  Total delegates this year is 443 (+27% vs 2016).
2018 – New venue is Harrogate Convention Centre on 27-28 November 2018.



BASES Student Conference
2017 – held at University of St Mark and St John, Plymouth on 12-13 April with 181 delegates and 111 presentations. The Chair thanked Dr Lance Doggart for organising the event.
2018 – will be held at Northumbria University on 12-13 April entitled “Contemporary issues in sport and exercise science-translating research into human performance”. Organiser: Dr Stuart Goodall.

Journal of Sports Sciences
The latest impact factor is 2.539 (vs 2.142 in 2015) and ranked 17 out of 81 sports-related journals. 
1,432 papers were published in 2016 (+14% vs 2015) with 25% of submissions accepted for publication. The Editorial and Advisory Board’s have had a re-structure and the Editorial Board has increased from 12 to 20 members.

BASES Statistics 2017
The Chair thanked Emma Forsyth, BASES Marketing and Communications Officer for the increase in membership and social media figures.  Membership now 2,438, Twitter followers 24,300, Facebook likes 4,030. 
Six new BASES Fellowships have been awarded, Three International Conference Grants and Three BASES Conference Grants.  Dr Mark Ross was awarded the Early-Career Research Grant which is a new grant. 
Two new expert statements were accepted which are currently reviewed by three Fellows. BASES will be currently looking for greater diversity and contacting Fellows in the new year to increase the panels expertise for reviewing.
The 14th Heads of Department (HOD) forum was held at Staffordshire University with 66 attendees from 44 universities.  The Chair thanked the HODs Advisory Group for their contribution. Four Division Days were also held for members with over 350 delegates attending.
The Chair highlighted that Loughborough University would be applying for BUES in 2018 to join the current number of 36 endorsed courses.

New Developments
The new Executive Director, Tom Holden commenced his role in June. Emma Forsyth, BASES Marketing and Communications Officer has now been offered full-time employment with BASES.
A new Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) has been agreed with Exercise and Sports Science Australia (ESSA).
The Chair thanked Prof Richard Thelwell and Prof Chris Harwood for their hard work and contribution to the HCPC accreditation project for developing standards for sport and exercise psychologists.
New BASES website and CRM system is planned for launch in Spring 2018.

Research Excellence Framework (REF)
The Chair informed everyone he had approached seven Fellows to support the Board in reviewing applications for HEFC for greater diversity. BASES were proud that they were chosen to nominate members for the main and sub panels for REF and the Chair thanked Tom Holden and the Board for their input. Nominations will be submitted to HEFC in December.


Financial Statements 2016-2017
The Chair thanked the Board and in particular, R Brougham and P Scott for their input with the financial statements.
End of financial year 2016-2017 (31 March 2017) – Surplus/Deficit for the year = +£36,273 and Total reserves = £346,970.

5. Announcement of Chair Elect and Divisional appointments
Two applications were received for Chair Elect – Dr Andy Miles FBASES and Prof Richard Tong FBASES.
The new Chair Elect was announced as Prof Richard Tong. The Board are looking forward to working with him. The Chair thanked A Miles for applying and that his contribution to BASES has been fantastic and long may this continue.
